Podujatia sa zuc¢astnilo 37
odbornikov z viacerych pracovisk: Slovensky hydrometeorologicky ustav, Vyskumny ustav
pddoznalectva a ochrany pddy, Ustredny kontrolny a skisobny ustav polnohospodarsky,
Ministerstvo zivotného prostredia, Vyskumny Ustav vodného hospodarstva a ini. Vyznamnou
bola ucast pana Statneho tajomnika Ministerstva pédohospodarstva a rozvoja vidieka SR
Martina a Kovdaca a riaditela odboru zahrani¢nej koordinacie.

Hlavnou témou odborného semindra bol vyskyt, hodnotenie a monitorovanie sucha na
Slovensku. Uvodné prednasky sa tykali tychto problematik: Vyznam UNCCD v podmienkach
Slovenskej republiky — neutralita degraddcie krajiny (Jaroslava Sobocka) a Dohovor OSN o boji
proti dezertifikacii - UNCCD a jeho strategicky ramec (Beata Houskova). V dalSich
prezentaciach sa rieSili odborna problematika sucha z hladiska vedeckého a podrobného
skimania — Monitoring meteorologického a pédneho sucha na SHMU a projekt Clim4Cast
(Livia Labudovd, Maro$ Turfa) a Monitoring dopadov sucha na SHMU a narodna
reportovacia siet (Gabriela Ivafidkovd, Jozef Rozkodny). Pracovnici SHMU su naslovovzati
odbornici aj v otdzkach p6édneho sucha s prezentdciou aplikacie Intersucho.

Sekretaridt UNCCD pre tohtorocnu oslavu Svetového dna boja proti suchu a dezertifikacie
nastolil motto: ,Jej krajina, jej prava“, ¢im chce poukdzat na sucasny neuspokojivy stav
postavenia Zien a diev€at z hladiska ich narokov na vlastnictvo pody v mnohych krajinach
sveta, predovietkym v Afrike. Zeny maju len pravo pracovat na pdde a produkovat
polnohospodarsku produkciu, nie vsak podu vlastnit.

Sprievodnou akciou podujatia bola vystava posterov s problematikou sucha na Slovensku
vratane kresieb deti a publikacii k danej problematike.



Celebration of UNCCD World Day to Combat Drought and Desertification (June 17)

On June 15, 2023, a scientific seminar entitled the Celebration of the World Day to Combat
Drought and Desertification UNCCD was held in the spaces of the Soil Science and
Conservation Research Institute of the National Agricultural and Food Center in Bratislava. The
event was attended by 37 experts from several workplaces: Slovak Hydrometeorological
Institute, Soil Science and Conservation Research Institute, Central Control and Testing
Institute of Agriculture, Ministry of the Environment, Research Institute of Water
Management and others. The participation of the State Secretary of the Ministry of
Agriculture and Rural Development of the Slovak RepublicMartin a Kovac and the Director of
the Department of Foreign Coordination was very significant.

The main topic of the scientific seminar was the occurrence, assessment and monitoring of
drought in Slovakia. The introductory lectures covered the following issues: The importance
of the UNCCD in the conditions of the Slovak Republic - the land degradation neutrality (J.
Sobocka) and the UN Convention on Combating Desertification - the UNCCD and its strategic
framework (B. Houskova). In other presentations, the professional issue of drought was
addressed from the point of view of scientific and detailed investigation - Meteorological and
soil drought monitoring at SHMU and the Clim4Cast project (Livia Labudovd, Maro$ Turnria)
and Monitoring of drought impacts at SHMU and the national reporting network (Gabriela
Ivaridkova, Jozef Rozkosny). Employees of SHMU are qualified experts in soil drought issues
with the presentation of the Intersucho application.

For this year's celebration of the World Day to Combat Drought and Desertification, the
UNCCD Secretariat set the motto: "Her land, her rights", which wants to point out the current
unsatisfactory state of the position of women and girls in terms of their rights to land
ownership in many countries of the world, especially in Africa. Women only have the right to
work on the land and produce agricultural produce, but not to own the land.

The accompanying event was an exhibition of posters on the issue of drought in Slovakia,
including children's drawings and publications on that issue.
